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Thank you for your interest in applying to be a California YMCA Model Legislature & Court Delegate to the Youth Conference on National Affairs. 

On or about June 29, 2010, California delegates and advisors will leave from San Francisco and Los Angeles airports and rendezvous either in Georgia, Tennessee, or North Carolina before arriving at the Blue Ridge Assembly Conference Center in Black Mountain, North Carolina. All delegates and advisors will depart from the Conference on Friday morning and return home the same day. All delegates must be available to attend a one-day training either in the LA area (Saturday April 24) or Bay Area (Sunday, April 25). No delegate can attend the conference who has not attended the training. (Check that the training date doesn't conflict with your Junior/Senior Prom).

In order to be considered as a delegate, complete the attached forms in full and return them to the California YMCA Model Legislature & Court Office by 8:00 p.m. on Thursday, February 11, 2010 in Sacramento. Incomplete and late applications will not be considered. 

1. Read the General Information Sheet.

2. Complete the Conference on National Affairs Application.

3. Complete the Delegate Resume. Use a maximum of (2) 8 1/2" X 11" typewritten pages, and attach them to the form. Make sure you include your name on the first typewritten page. Be sure to staple the pages to the Delegate Resume form.

4. Complete the Delegate essay.

5. Your signature on application denotes your willingness to sign a Code of Conduct Agreement (same as Y & G) after your selection.

6. Make sure your parent or guardian and delegation advisor read the completed application and sign it.

7. Have your delegation advisor, or a teacher, or one other adult of your choice complete a Confidential Reference Form. Forms have been placed in this application.

8. Registration Fee for this conference is $1200. Fees include conference fees, air travel, hotel accommodations prior to conference and most meals. All selected "first" delegates must submit their $100.00 deposit to the Model Legislature & Court Office by March 1, 2010. All "alternate" delegates must submit their deposit within 14 days of being notified of their change in status. The registration fee is paid in several installments prior to the conference. Fees may be paid by Credit Card.

DELEGATE RESUME

Please respond to the following questions on 8 1/2" X 11" sheets of paper, using up to two (2) typewritten pages and attach them to this form. Your application will be reviewed by an impartial selection committee.

1. Describe your contributions and participation in YMCA Youth and Government.

2. Describe your participation in school activities and organizations.

3. Describe your volunteer work in school and community organizations.

4. Describe your leadership abilities (include a description of the positions held in clubs, organizations, church, school, work and community) both paid and volunteer. 

5. Provide examples of personal development, initiative, and contributions to the welfare of family, school, YMCA, and community.

6. List honors and/or awards received including academic and athletic achievements.

7. Submission of a recent photograph is required.

Candidate Essay

On pages which are separate from your Resume, share your reasons for wanting to be selected as a California YMCA Model Legislature & Court Delegate to the Youth Conference on National Affairs. Discuss your goals, objectives, and contributions you could make to the California Delegation and why you deserve the opportunity to participate as a delegate. Type your essay double spaced on 8 1/2" X 11" paper and attach it to this form. Your essay must be at least one page and cannot be more than two pages.
